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STOP THE GHOST BUSES

TFL is launching a new consultation on bus
routes in West Hampstead this month. Local
Conservatives are campaigning for the 139
bus to terminate at Golders Green, not West
End Lane. Empty “Ghost Buses” currently use
Mill Lane to return to the depot: causing traffic

congestion on this narrow road. This would be
stopped if the bus terminated elsewhere.

LIDDELL ROAD UPDATE

The new primary school at Liddell Road is

now projected to open in September 2017.
This is the same time work starts on Camden
Labour’s 11-storey tower block that it's using
to fund the school: rather than the £7 million
offered to Camden by the Conservative
government. We're concerned about a school
opening next to a building site and are seeking
assurances from Camden and the developer.
